It
can also be hosted by two Chapters located in close proximity to each
other. And they do not have to be extravagant affairs—simple is just
as good. What matters most is that we bring volunteers and parents
together to share with one another.

The meeting also allowed MBC to leverage our multiple birth
experience so that we can have an influential part in the development
of appropriate educational products. MBC will provide guidance and
share our expert knowledge with the other stakeholders involved in
Multiple Births Patient Education Project.

The process may go a little slow by MBC standards; however the
result will be a programme that is supported and delivered by the
AHRC, Canadian Fertility and Andrology Society (CFAS) and Society
of Obstetricians and Gynaecologists of Canada (SOGCQ).

Board of Directors ~ Spring Interim Meeting

The MBC Board of Directors met in Ottawa April 22-25 for their
Spring Interim Meeting. Two themes recurred throughout the four
days—visioningf or  MB C,arsl finlding twayg te@streamline MBC
operations to ensure excellent membership support, while being
conscious of an ever-increasing need to be fiscally responsible.
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Topics discussed included:

e  Multiple Moments The Board of Directors is pleased to announce as
of 2011, all MBC members will receive the electronic version of Multiple
Momentsas part of their membership package. This decision was
based on two factors, the first being membership recruitment and
retention. Receiving the electronic version of Multiple Moments will
allow all members to benefit from the educational components of the
magazine, which in turn can be promoted as an advantage of
membership to current and potential families.

The second reason is financial in nature. While Multiple Momentdas
been transformed into a quality, colour publication under the careful
guidance of our new editor—subscriptions have not increased even
though the $10 rate has been in place for nearly 10 years. In addition,
printing and postage costs have risen substantially. MBC has
committed to the print edition until the end of 2010 making careful
cuts in other areas to cover the additional costs. The Board is actively
pursuing a sponsor for the publication in the hope that it can continue
to be a print edition in 2011, however it may become necessary to
consider other alternatives if we are unsuccessful. Options being
considered are to reduce the number of publications to three per year
and maintain the $10 annual rate, or continue with four per year but
raise the rate to $15, or suspend printing and become an all-digital
publication. This decision will be made in the upcoming months.

e  MBC Membership Renewals: With Canadians becoming more
environmentally conscious and the Internet becoming more a way of
life, the Board analyzed the cost and continued relevance in printing
and mailing annual membership renewal welcome letters and
membership cards. Effective immediately, Chapter membership
confirmation information will be distributed to members in a more
efficient manner allowing fo
resources. A chart will be sent to Chapters to explain the new
distribution process.

e Membership Drive and Membership Retention: Discussions centred
around outreach strategies and value-added perks for members.
Multiple Momentstook the spotlight, but other resources were
considered including printing and distributing the new MBC brochure
and poster, redesigning the MBC website, and developing stronger
stakeholder relationships with Assisted Human Reproduction Canada
(AHRCQ), Canadian Fertility and Andrology Society (CFAS) and Society
of Obstetricians and Gynaecologists of Canada (SOGC). Details will be
shared once they are finalized.

e  Support Networks: As these networks become more active, it is
evident that MBC needs to expand the outreach to include new groups
such as a Father s S u p pToeaditional Fahhien Support, and
others. MBC is limited in how far it can expand by how many new
volunteers will step forward to take on roles as Chairs of these
groups—however, strategies were discussed on how to move toward
these objectives. Any member wanting to suggest a new support
network should contact
volunteers@multiplebirthscanada.org.

e 2009-2012 Strategic Plan: In reviewing the 2009-2012 Strategic Plan,
the Board noted some of the key components will need additional
volunteers and/or funding to move them forward. To further these
goals, an application for funding was completed and forwarded to
Manulife Financial. Unfortunately we were not successful in obtaining
this funding. The Board will continue to look for a company to
champion the many projects that need funding.
